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I. Purpose:

A. To reinforce teamwork with in the flight by the achievement of a common goal.

B. To intensify the learning objectives of the encampment.

II. Encampment Policies:

A.
Requirements

1.
The project must longer the twenty minutes, but no longer then thirty. Penalties will be assigned if over or under time limits.

2. The project and presentation must include every member of the flight, except the flight staff.

3. The project and presentation are to be conceived, organized and presented by the cadets in flight with minimal help from the staff. This is to ensure that the cadets receive maximum leadership and teamwork benefits from this activity.

i. Acceptable forms of help from the staff are:

1. requisition list for logistics

2. ensuring the project fits within the established guide lines

3. ensuring all members of the flight participate.

4. The topic must be relevant to the CAP Cadet program and/or encampment life

i. all topics must be approved by the Squadron Commander 

1. An outline of the project/presentation should be given to the training staff in order to give a fair final evaluation.

2. Outline should include

a. Main theme of project

b. Main and supporting point of the presentation
B. Evaluation

1. Each flight will be evaluated, by members of the training staff, on the following aspects of the presentation:

i. evident teamwork

ii. coordination between flight members

iii. difficulty d level of the project

iv. educational value

v. professionalism

vi. time

2. Individual members of the training staff will award points for each aspect of the project.

a. The final grade for each flight will be arrived at by an average of the individual scorings. 

C. Resources

1. All needed equipment, within reason, may be requisitioned from logistics.

D. Scoring

1. All requirements will be rated on a scale of one through ten.

2. Time penalties will be as follows:

ii. – 1 point for every five seconds over thirty minutes.

iii. – 1 point for every five seconds under twenty minutes.
