     As many of you may know, Civil Air Patrol’s Cadet Program has undergone serious renovations. 

     National Headquarters and New York Wing are always looking for ways to improve the Cadet Program and make it more accessible for cadets of all ages.  

     One change that looks to be working efficiently is the new testing program. This new testing program helps cadets with easier to understand aerospace tests. 

     The old aerospace manual consisted of chapters that were written on the high school level of science, creating problems for the younger cadets.  To a 12-year old cadet in sixth grade, it was extremely hard to pass the tests. 

     Under the new testing program, the enlisted cadets that receive a grade of 60 or better on the aerospace test are given the chance to correct their test to a score of 100. 

     Additionally, there are new requirements for the enlisted cadets.  After every achievement, the cadet must do a report on a related aerospace topic from the chapter they tested on for hat achievement.  

     You enlisted cadets are probably thinking that you guys get all the work now, and the officers just take a leadership exam, and get off easy. Well, that isn't the case.

     We officers must also take an aerospace test with every achievement, and serve as aerospace mentors to enlisted cadets with their aerospace chapters.  This means that cadet officers must know both their chapters and their mentee’s chapters by the book!  

     Although there are many new requirements in the new program, they are all beneficial to the development of a CAP cadet. These ideas are what will make every cadet do better, and achieve higher ranks in the future.

Basic Safety for

Winter Weather

     Recently I was able to speak with the NY Wing Director of Safety, 1st Lt Peter S. Sperico, CAP via the Internet.  We were able to discuss the cold weather necessities for CAP members on bivouac's, training missions or while responding to an actual mission. 

     First thing you must remember is to know your environment.  Try to get a good idea of where you will be before you get head out. You also must remain dry at all times.  Water pulls heat away from the body 25 times faster than air. Dress in layers, even if you only have a vague idea of how warm or cold you will be.  When you dress in layers it creates air pockets that give you a type of insulation. It is always safer to be over-dressed than under-dressed.  Remember, " You can always take a sweatshirt off."  

     Make sure you cover your whole body. Any part of your body that is not covered is exposed to wind chill. You should always use waterproof clothing, especially when any [Continued on p. 2]
